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An Artist who taught art for 35 years at Bellmont and Adams Central High Schools, Mr. Feasel, 83,  has resided in 

Adams County most of his life. 

On top of decades of teaching and the many artistic items he has created, Hubert, nicknamed ñHub,ò has written and 

published 14 genealogy books for various families, with one about the Hite family in Adams and Allen counties being 

the latest. 

In regard to genealogy, he is a member of the First Families of Van Wert County, Ohio which is about those families 

which arrived there before 1850. Hubert notes that the Feasel family ñpioneering the Strasburg,  Virginia area prior to 

1755,ò more than 20 years before the United States of America was formed, 

Hubert Feasel was born in Fort Wayne on March 2 1928, but lived in Monmouth from age two until 12, when his fam-

ily moved to Decatur. As a youth, he worked at Kohne Drug Store in Decatur from 1942-46. 

He is a 1946 graduate of Decatur High School, a fine arts graduate of the Fort Wayne School of Art, and the holder 

of two degrees from Ball State University: a bachelor of science degree received in 1950 and a master of fine arts 

degree achieved in 1958. 

ñHubò taught elementary art education at Goshen, Indiana, where he met Leona E. Trump, a fourth grade teacher. 

They were married on December 24, 1950, at Waterford Mills in the Goshen area. Leona who retired after teaching 

fourth graders for many years, ñpassed into eternityò in February, 2004. 

Mr. Feasel served in the U.S. Army from 1951-53 in the medical corps and was stationed in the occupational therapy 

department of Valley Forge Hospital in Phoenixville, Pennsylvania.

After his honorable discharge, he taught art in the 1954-55 year at a school in Rensselaer, Indiana then he and his 

family moved back to Decatur in 1955. 

He returned to Ball State on a graduate fellowship to get a masterôs degree, then, in 1956, was hired by Adams 

Central Community Schools to establish a high school art curriculum that would be good enough so AC would have 

a first-class commissioned high school. 

Mr. Feasel did so and was asked in 1961 to come to the Decatur school system and enlarge its art department. He 

wound up teaching at Decatur and the subsequent North Adams Community Schools District until 1985, when he 

retired. Over the years, he has held several church leadership positions and has been a leader in social groups, 

including the Decatur Rotary Club, having been honored as a Paul Harris Fellow. 

Hubert and Leona had four children: Mrs. Don (Victoria Ann) Chambers, a third grade teacher at Lafayette, Indiana; 

Timothy H. Feasel (and wife Alice) of Fort Wayne , the co-manager of the Coldwater Theater complex in Fort 

Wayne; Mrs. Martin (Susan Leona) Burgas of Bluffton, an elementary art teacher in the southern wells school dis-

trict;  and Jeffery L. Feasel (and wife Theresa) of Jacksonville, Florida, who works in the banking and finance field. 

The Feaselôs also have seven grandchildren: Cameron Chambers, an architect at Lafayette; Courtney Chambers 

(and husband Dustin Johnson), a chemistry professor at the ITT site in Lafayette; Elizabeth Burgas, and husband 

Trent Gerber, who teach mathematics  and English in the Northern Wells School System; Matthew Burgas, a stu-

dent at the Indiana-Purdue campus in Fort Wayne; Abigail Burgas, a freshman at St. Mary of the Woods College in 

South Bend; Sarah Feasel, a junior at the University of Central Florida at Orlando; and Adam Feasel, a freshman at 

the University of Northern Florida at Jacksonville. 

There also are two great-grandchildren: Sophie and Parker Gerber. 

ñHubò is very proud of the fact that he, his wife, their children, and grandson Cameron Chambers graduated from 

Ball State University with at least one degree each. 

After his wifeôs death, Hubert lived in Oak Grove Villas at Decatur and at Georgetown Place Apartments in Fort 

Wayne before moving to Woodcrest Garden Apartments in 2009.

The songbirds are singing so it is time to think about a walk through the woodlands to look for the spring wild flowers in 

bloom. 

One of the earliest flowers to bloom in the spring is the silicate pink spring beauty. Another wildflower which blooms 

early is bloodroot. The common name comes from the deep reddish brown sap tat comes from the roots and stems. 

The American Indians used the sap for war paint and to dye cloth and baskets. 

Jacobôs ladder has leaflets which form  a ladder along the central vein which is probably why it was given the name. 

The violet is a favorite wildflower and you might see it in several different colors. The violet is a symbol of modesty and 

simplicity. Shakespeare was very fond of the violet and included it often in his love sonnets. He used the flower as a 

symbol of humility and constancy in love. 

Modern times find us still using the violet. The leaves are high in vitamins A and C and can be eaten raw in salads or 

cooked like greens. The flowers can be made into candy, jam, or jelly. 

The spring wildflowers that Norm and I have observed and identified in the woodland here at Woodcrest are; spring 

beauty, bloodroot, Jacobôs ladder, violets, trout lily, red trillium, may apples, and wild hyacinth. 

      Hopefully this year we will be able to add to our list. We encourage 

       others to go into the woodland either on foot or in a golf cart.
