Wally Hertel was the guest speaker at the program Liz Koons presented on Norman 

Rockwell on January 13 in the 500 wing lounge. Wally met Mr. Rockwell in Stur-

bridge, Massachusetts, in the 1950s when he installed a gas furnace in the Rock-

well home there. 

Wally described Mr. Rockwell as a ñlanky sort of fellow,ò with the common touch as 

he walked in town to get his morning coffee and he got his hair cut at the local bar-

ber shop. Wally displayed a letter his son had received from Mr. Rockwell in which 

he asked if Mr. Rockwell could paint a portrait of his parents (Wally & Wanda) but 

Mr. Rockwell replied that he was already a year behind in his commissions and 

would be unable to do so. It was written and signed by Mr. Rockwell. 

Mr. Rockwell drew the weekly covers for the Saturday Evening Post, which Liz said 

was the oldest magazine in the country. She also said at the time that the Post was 

going bankrupt and two folks from Indianapolis, Mr. & Mrs. Bert Servaas, had 

bought it for millions of dollars. Mrs. Servaas eventually became its publisher and it 

is still in publication but under a slightly different format. 

Books, magazines, cards, and other paraphernalia with Mr. Rockwellôs art were 

passed around. Home made applesauce cookies and iced tea were served to end a 

delightful program.
