Lee was on the ROTC drill team that went to President Eisenhower's Inauguration. 

After his graduation Lee was sent to Houston, Texas, as a Lt. in the Air Force and remained in the Air Force 
for four years: Houston, Texas for one year, Sacramento, California for one year, and Tampa, Florida for 
two years. Of course by this time Pat was his wife (she finally caught him). Lee then took an advanced six 
month course in Navigation training and flew some missions during the Cold War. His tour of duty ended in 
November of 1959. During this time they also became parents of three children born in 1955,1956, and 
1957.  

Lee applied for a teaching position and was called to teach at Adams Central, where he remained for 4 1/2 
years. He taught 6th grade at Northwest for 4years. He spent nine years at the Junior High teaching 7th 
grade, slow learners. He was responsible for developing a program for slow learners. He taught Drivers Ed 
in the summer months. Principal, Ron Bittner at  Belmont High school then asked Lee to become his assis-
tant, where he remained until retiring in 1990.          

Pat started her teaching career in First grade at Wilshire, Ohio. After completing and getting her degree, 
she did teach Physical Ed for one semester, then got a teaching position at Southeast in first grade. At 
Northwest she became a Special Ed teacher for 10 years, then taught first grade until retirement. 

Their favorite place was Alas-
ka. They spent the winters in Arizona and the summers in Decatur for a number of years. Lee was also one 
of the original office staff of Woodcrest in the beginning of this large community, so he knew he wanted to 
settle here when the time was right. 

She 
is a trainer of computer soft ware and travels to many places setting up offices in Medical Facilities, even 
prisons, etc.
