Also wouldnôt mind if they brought back the 

chicken breast salad on weekends.

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They had been in the hatchery business since 1927, so they had quite a few farmers who purchased baby chicks. This 

was a lot easier than setting eggs under a sitting hen at home. Their orders were from 100 to as many as 500 chicks. 

They had a brooder house about 12 by 16 feet and had a small stove to keep the chicks warm. The chicks would make 

a complete circle around the stove at night. This was always a beautiful sight. 

Things were going along okay until December 7, 1941. I registered for the draft in February 

1942 and was in the  Navy by October. The only chickens I saw were some New York 

dressed that we had for meals. During WW II , I served on the U.S.S. Tryon (Picture of ship 

on Page 8), an auxiliary passenger hospital ship that carried men and supplies and was used 

for medical treatment of the wounded. The ship had nine doctors and 65 medical corpsmen.  

My ship was involved in four major naval operations: the invasions of Tinian and Peleliu and 

two trips to the Philippines, the second of which was the one in which Douglas MacArthur 

waded ashore in a famous photo to live up to his ñI shall returnò prediction.  

After three years in the navy, I was discharged. I went back to work at the hatchery. Dorothy 

and I were married while I was in the Navy. She was working and received part of my pay and 

did a good job of saving money so when I came home, we had money to buy a home. 

In 1955 we purchased a poultry building in Monmouth and raised 

broilers. The hatchery business was changing and instead of farmers 

buying day old chicks they wanted 20 week old pullets ready to lay. 

My business was Artôs Pullet Supply, which he operated from 1955-

1985. 

More things were changing. Poultry houses that would hold 10,000 layers were being built. The 

late Wendell Seaman and I became partners and we built two more buildings with capacity of 

13,000. Now we could have a total of 18,000 pullets, and we could accommodate the demand. 

We did this twice a year for a total of 36,000 chicks. 

I grew weary of all this work and Wendell and I dissolved our partnership. In 1970 I quit raising 

pullets on my own and contracted growing them. This gave me extra time so I got a job at the 

Decatur Post Office as a substitute carrier and after 10 years as a substitute, I became a regular 

carrier. I retired from this job in 1983. 

Then in 1985, after 46 years in the poultry business, I sold the buildings and started playing golf.  

In November 2004, we moved to Woodcrest and life has been serene ever since. 

Dorothy and I have been married 68 years. We have three children: 

John Beeler lives in Tavernier, FL., Susan Brown lives in Ruskin, FL., David Beeler lives in Orlando, FL. We have eight 

grandchildren and 11 great grandchildren.
